Ringnod Tehsil of Dewas Senior, Alot Tehsil of Dewas Junior and parts 

of Mandsaur Tehsil of Gwalior State, a few villages of Dhar State and Chief Commissioners provinces of 

Pant Piploda. The District is known after the Headquarter town; Ratlam which was also the headquarter 

of Princely State of Ratlam.
